Do-It-Yourself Tips For Real Men

Leak stain on ceiling: Cut a piece of plywood into a
square. Nail it over the stain. Put a handle on it. Tell
everyone it's the door to your attic. (Not recommended
for basement apartments).

Crabgrass: In one corner of your lawn, assemble
your mower, rake, shovel and weed killer. Using right
index finger, dial any asphalt company.
