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The Last Slice of Soda Bread

Every year on St. Patrick’s Day, Nana would wake
before the sun.

When the kids were little, they thought gratitude
must be a leprechaun with very polite manners. It
wasn’t until years later—after Nana’s hands grew
slower and the recipe card more faded—that they
understood.

One year, Nana wasn’t strong enough to bake. The
kitchen felt quieter, smaller. The children—now tall,
busy, nearly grown—stood around the counter. “Well,
are you waiting for the flour to pour itself?” she said
from her chair. They laughed, tied on aprons, and
made a glorious mess. Too much buttermilk. Flour on
the dog. But when the bread came out of the oven,
cracked and golden, Nana’s eyes shone.

That evening, they cut the loaf. They buttered thick
slices. They told old stories. And when only one piece
remained, everyone looked at Nana. She nodded. So
they carried the final slice next door to Mrs. Kelly,
who had recently lost her husband. They stood on her
porch, suddenly shy, and handed her the bread still
warm in its napkin. “It’s for gratitude,” the youngest
explained.

That night, walking home the family understood
what Nana had carried all those years—more than a
recipe, more than tradition. She had carried the idea
that luck isn’t something you find at the end of a
rainbow. It’s something you bake. Something you
share. Something you pass on. And every St. Patrick’s
Day after that, no matter where life took them, one
slice of soda bread was always set aside.
